The Kimberly Lions Club partnered with the Good Neighbor Day Events Committee to put on the free Community Barbeque.  Lion Dave Overacre coordinated the Lions efforts to get sponsors, donations, set up the park, cook the pig and serve the dinner.  The community event was an overwhelming success with over 400 meals served.  


Sponsorship fees and donations raised over $3,000 with half going to the Lions Club and the other half going to the Ageless Senior Citizens Center in Kimberly.


 The Kimberly Lions Club organized the Good Neighbor Day Parade for the 15th year in a row.  Lion Dave Overacre handled publicity and parade applications.  Lion Alpha Mahler handled the parade organization and awards.  Lions Virgil Johnson and John Garner did the announcing.  There were over 60 entries in the parade which celebrated the Kimberly centennial.  The event was capped by an outstanding Saturday evening fireworks display.


The Kimberly Lions Club again put on the fall community soccer program for kindergarten through sixth grade students.  Lions took applications, set up the fields and organized teams, volunteer coaches and referees.  The games were held on the grounds of the Kimberly School District.  211 players, 20 coaches and 14 referees participated in the program along with the Kimberly Lions.


The Kimberly Lions Club purchased two eye testing machines two years ago. The Kimberly Lions also donated $500 to the East End Providers for food and clothing for the poor.  $70 was also donated to the Methodist Church for Christmas baskets for the elderly residents in nursing homes.  $200 was donated to the Senior Citizens Golf Tournament.   $125 was donated to the Lions Sight and Hearing Foundation Golf Tournament at Jackpot for a tee sponsorship.  $100 was donated to the LCIF Sunami Fund and $100 was donated for the Good Neighbor Day Fireworks.  $175 was also donated to sponsor a student attending the Police Cadet Career Camp as a part of the high school law enforcement program.
